(The course of 
study : 1 year)

Fundamental ability is developed as for this course, so that the student who has the purpose 

of proceeding to the Japanese university and the professional school may learn Japanese 
systematically and a curriculum by Japanese can be attended. (The course of study : 1 year. And it 
can proceed further in Japanese cultural studies after the graduation, if you want.)
